Fernando graduated with a Ph.D. from the University of
Sevilla, Spain, in 1995. He is the author of 80 scientific contribu-
tions (https://scholar.google.es/citations?user=0s0850EAAAAJ&
hl=es). In the last five years, he has led two research projects and
one research contract, and has a strong commitment to outreach
and education, as evidenced by his involvement in the production
of two documentaries, one on the ecology and biodiversity of the
herriza or Mediterranean heathland (https://www.youtube.com/
watch?v=u0YpOcl27Nw) and a more recent one on the ecology of
the carnivorous plant Drosophyllum lusitanicum (https:/www.
